SECOND SUPPLEMENTAL INDENTURE

THIS SECOND SUPPLEMENTAL INDENTURE (this “Second Supplemental Indenture”), dated as of August 14, 2017, is between KCAP
Financial, Inc., a Delaware corporation (the “Company”), and U.S. Bank National Association, as trustee (the “Trustee”). All capitalized terms used herein
shall have the meaning set forth in the Base Indenture (as defined below).

RECITALS OF THE COMPANY

The Company and the Trustee executed and delivered an Indenture, dated as of October 10, 2012 (the “Base Indenture” and, as supplemented by this
Second Supplemental Indenture, the “Indenture”), to provide for the issuance by the Company from time to time of the Company’s unsecured debentures,
notes or other evidences of indebtedness (the “Securities”), to be issued in one or more series as provided in the Indenture.

The Company desires to issue and sell up to $50,000,000 aggregate principal amount (or, to the extent the underwriters’ option to purchase
additional Notes is exercised, up to $57,000,000 aggregate principal amount) of the Company’s 6.125% Notes due 2022 (the “Notes”).

The Company previously entered into the First Supplemental Indenture, dated as of October 10, 2012 (the “First Supplemental Indenture”), which
amended and supplemented the Base Indenture. The First Supplemental Indenture is not applicable to the Notes.

Sections 901(4) and 901(6) of the Base Indenture provide that without the consent of Holders of the Securities of any series issued under the
Indenture, the Company, when authorized by or pursuant to a Board Resolution, and the Trustee, at any time and from time to time, may enter into one or
more indentures supplemental to the Base Indenture to (i) change or eliminate any of the provisions of the Indenture when there is no Security Outstanding of
any series created prior to the execution of the supplemental indenture that is entitled to the benefit of such provision and (ii) establish the form or terms of
Securities of any series as permitted by Section 201 and Section 301 of the Base Indenture.




The Company desires to establish the form and terms of the Notes and to modify, alter, supplement and change certain provisions of the Base
Indenture for the benefit of the Holders of the Notes (except as may be provided in a future supplemental indenture to the Indenture (“Future Supplemental
Indenture”)).

The Company has duly authorized the execution and delivery of this Second Supplemental Indenture to provide for the issuance of the Notes and all
acts and things necessary to make this Second Supplemental Indenture a valid, binding, and legal obligation of the Company and to constitute a valid
agreement of the Company, in accordance with its terms, have been done and performed.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the premises and the purchase of the Notes by the Holders thereof, it is mutually agreed, for the
equal and proportionate benefit of all Holders of the Notes, as follows:

ARTICLE I
TERMS OF THE NOTES

Section 1.01 Terms of the Notes. The following terms relating to the Notes are hereby established:

(@)  The Notes shall constitute a series of Senior Securities having the title “6.125% Notes due 2022.” The Notes shall bear a CUSIP number of
48668E 309 and an ISIN number of US48668E3099.

(b)  The aggregate principal amount of the Notes that may be initially authenticated and delivered under the Indenture (except for Notes
authenticated and delivered upon registration of, transfer of, or in exchange for, or in lieu of, other Notes pursuant to Sections 304, 305, 306, 906, 1107 or
1305 of the Base Indenture, and except for any Securities that, pursuant to Section 303 of the Base Indenture, are deemed never to have been authenticated
and delivered under the Indenture) shall be up to $50,000,000 (or, to the extent the underwriters’ option to purchase additional Notes is exercised, up to
$57,000,000 aggregate principal amount). Under a Board Resolution, Officers’ Certificate pursuant to one or more Board Resolutions or a supplemental
indenture, the Company may from time to time, without the consent of the Holders of Notes, issue additional Notes (in any such case “Additional Notes”)
having the same ranking and the same interest rate, maturity and other terms as the Notes. Any Additional Notes and the existing Notes will constitute a
single series under the Indenture and all references to the relevant Notes herein shall include the Additional Notes unless the context otherwise requires.

(c)  The entire outstanding principal of the Notes shall be payable on September 30, 2022.

(d) The rate at which the Notes shall bear interest shall be 6.125% per annum (the “Applicable Interest Rate”). The date from which interest shall
accrue on the Notes shall be August 14, 2017, or the most recent Interest Payment Date to which interest has been paid or provided for; the Interest Payment
Dates for the Notes shall be March 30, June 30, September 30 and December 30 of each year, commencing September 30, 2017 (if an Interest Payment Date
falls on a day that is not a Business Day, then the applicable interest payment will be made on the next succeeding Business Day and no additional interest
will accrue as a result of such delayed payment); the initial interest period will be the period from and including August 14, 2017, to, but excluding, the initial
Interest Payment Date, and the subsequent interest periods will be the periods from and including an Interest Payment Date to, but excluding, the next Interest
Payment Date or the Stated Maturity, as the case may be; the interest so payable, and punctually paid or duly provided for, on any Interest Payment Date, will
be paid to the Person in whose name the Note (or one or more Predecessor Securities) is registered at the close of business on the Regular Record Date for
such interest, which shall be March 15, June 15, September 15 and December 15 (whether or not a Business Day), as the case may be, next preceding such
Interest Payment Date. Payment of principal of (and premium, if any, on) and any such interest on the Notes will be made at the office of the Trustee located
at 100 Wall Street, Suite 1600, New York, New York, 10005, Attention: KCAP Financial, Inc. (6.125% Notes Due 2022) and at such other address as
designated by the Trustee, in such coin or currency of the United States of America as at the time of payment is legal tender for payment of public and private
debts; provided, however, that at the option of the Company payment of interest may be made by check mailed to the address of the Person entitled thereto as
such address shall appear in the Security Register; provided, further, however, that so long as the Notes are registered to Cede & Co., such payment will be
made by wire transfer in accordance with the procedures established by The Depository Trust Company and the Trustee.

Each Global Note shall represent the outstanding
Notes as shall be specified therein and each shall provide that it shall represent the aggregate amount of outstanding Notes from time to time endorsed thereon
and that the aggregate amount of outstanding Notes represented thereby may from time to time be reduced or increased, as appropriate, to reflect exchanges
and redemptions. Any endorsement of a Global Note to reflect the amount of any increase or decrease in the amount of outstanding Notes represented thereby
shall be made by the Trustee or the Security Registrar, in accordance with Sections 203 and 305 of the Base Indenture.

(f)  The depositary for such Global Notes (the “Depositary”) shall be The Depository Trust Company, New York, New York. The Security

(g)  The Notes shall be defeasible pursuant to Section 1402 or Section 1403 of the Base Indenture. Covenant defeasance contained in Section
1403 of the Base Indenture shall apply to the covenants contained in Sections 1006, 1008, 1009, and 1010 of the Indenture.

(h)  The Notes shall be redeemable pursuant to Section 1101 of the Base Indenture and as follows:
(i)  The Notes will be redeemable in whole or in part at any time or from time to time, at the option of the Company, on or after

(1)  The Notes are hereby designated as “Senior Securities” under the Indenture.

“‘Investment Company Act’ means the Investment Company act of 1940, as amended, and the rules, regulations and interpretations promulgated
thereunder, to the extent applicable, and any statute successor thereto.”

ARTICLE III
REMEDIES

Section 3.01 Except as may be provided in a Future Supplemental Indenture, for the benefit of the Holders of the Notes but no other series of
Securities under the Indenture, whether now or hereafter issued and Outstanding, Section 501 of the Base Indenture shall be amended by adding the following
new clauses (9) and (10) thereto, each as set forth below:

“(9) default by the Company or any Significant Subsidiary of the Company with respect to any mortgage, agreement or other instrument
under which there may be outstanding, or by which there may be secured or evidenced, any indebtedness for money borrowed in excess of $10
million in the aggregate of the Company and/or any such Significant Subsidiary, whether such indebtedness now exists or shall hereafter be created
(i) resulting in such indebtedness becoming or being declared due and payable or (ii) constituting a failure to pay the principal or interest of any such
debt when due and payable at its stated maturity, upon required repurchase, upon declaration of acceleration or otherwise, and, in each of case (i) and
(ii), such default is not cured within 30 days;”

“(10) a final judgment for the payment of $15 million or more (excluding any amounts covered by insurance) rendered against the
Company or any Significant Subsidiary of the Company, which judgment is not discharged or stayed within 60 days after (i) the date on which the
right to appeal such final judgment has expired if no such appeal has commenced or (ii) the date on which all rights to appeal have been
extinguished.”

Section 3.02 Except as may be provided in a Future Supplemental Indenture, for the benefit of the Holders of the Notes but no other series of
Securities under the Indenture, whether now or hereafter issued and Outstanding, Section 502 of the Base Indenture shall be amended by replacing the first
paragraph thereof with the following:

“If an Event of Default (other than an Event of Default under Section 501(5) or Section 501(6)) with respect to the Notes at the time
Outstanding occurs and is continuing, then and in every case the Trustee or the Holders of not less than 25% in principal amount of the Outstanding
Notes may (and the Trustee shall at the request of such Holders) declare the principal of all the Notes to be due and payable immediately, by a notice
in writing to the Company (and to the Trustee if given by the Holders), and upon any such declaration such principal or specified portion thereof
shall become immediately due and payable. If an Event of Default under Section 501(5) or Section 501(6) occurs, the entire principal amount of all
the Notes will automatically become due and immediately payable.”




ARTICLE IV
COVENANTS

Section 4.01 Except as may be provided in a Future Supplemental Indenture, for the benefit of the Holders of the Notes but no other series of
Securities under the Indenture, whether now or hereafter issued and Outstanding, Article X of the Base Indenture shall be amended by adding the following
new Sections 1008, 1009 and 1010 thereto, each as set forth below:

The Company hereby agrees that for the period of time during which Notes are Outstanding, the Company will not violate (whether or not it
is subject to) Section 18(a)(1)(A) as modified by Section 61(a)(1) of the Investment Company Act or any successor provisions thereto of the
Investment Company Act, whether or not the Company continues to be subject to such provisions of the Investment Company Act, but giving effect,
in either case, to any exemptive relief granted to the Company by the Commission.”

The Company hereby agrees that for the period of time during which Notes are Outstanding, pursuant to Section 18(a)(1)(B) as modified by
Section 61(a)(1) of the Investment Company Act or any successor provisions thereto of the Investment Company Act, the Company will not declare
any dividend (except a dividend payable in stock of the issuer), or declare any other distribution, upon a class of the capital stock of the Company, or
purchase any such capital stock, unless, in every such case, at the time of the declaration of any such dividend or distribution, or at the time of any
such purchase, the Company has an asset coverage (as defined in the Investment Company Act) of at least 200 per centum after deducting the
amount of such dividend, distribution or purchase price, as the case may be, giving effect to (i) any exemptive relief granted to the Company by the
Commission and (ii) no-action relief granted by the Commission to another Business Development Company (as defined in Section 2(a) of the
Investment Company Act) (or to the Company if it determines to seek such similar no-action or other relief) permitting such Business Development
Company to declare any cash dividend or distribution notwithstanding the prohibition contained in Section 18(a)(1)(B) as modified by Section 61(a)
(1) of the Investment Company Act in order to maintain the Business Development Company’s status as a regulated investment company under
Subchapter M of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986.”

“Section 1010. Commission Reports and Reports to Holders.

If, at any time, the Company is not subject to the reporting requirements of Sections 13 or 15(d) of the Exchange Act to file any periodic
reports with the Securities and Exchange Commission, the Company agrees to furnish to the Holders of Notes and the Trustee for the period of time
during which the Notes are Outstanding: (i) within 90 days after the end of the each fiscal year of the Company, audited annual consolidated
financial statements of the Company and (ii) within 45 days after the end of each fiscal quarter of the Company (other than the Company’s fourth
fiscal quarter), unaudited interim consolidated financial statements of the Company. All such financial statements shall be prepared, in all material
respects, in accordance with GAAP.”




ARTICLE V
MEETINGS OF HOLDERS OF SECURITIES

Section 5.01 Except as may be provided in a Future Supplemental Indenture, for the benefit of the Holders of the Notes but no other series of
Securities under the Indenture, whether now or hereafter issued and Outstanding, Section 1505 of the Base Indenture shall be amended by replacing clause (c)
thereof with the following:

“(c) At any meeting of Holders, each Holder of a Security of such series or proxy shall be entitled to one vote for each $25.00 principal
amount of the Outstanding Securities of such series held or represented by such Holder; provided, however, that no vote shall be cast or counted at
any meeting in respect of any Security challenged as not Outstanding and ruled by the chairman of the meeting to be not Outstanding. The chairman
of the meeting shall have no right to vote, except as a Holder of a Security of such series or proxy.”

ARTICLE VI
MISCELLANEOUS

Section 6.01 This Second Supplemental Indenture and the Notes shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the law of the State of New
York, without regard to principles of conflicts of laws. This Second Supplemental Indenture is subject to the provisions of the Trust Indenture Act that are
required to be part of the Indenture and shall, to the extent applicable, be governed by such provisions.

Section 6.02 In case any provision in this Second Supplemental Indenture or in the Notes shall be invalid, illegal or unenforceable, the validity,
legality and enforceability of the remaining provisions shall not in any way be affected or impaired thereby.

Section 6.03 This Second Supplemental Indenture may be executed in counterparts, each of which will be an original, but such counterparts will
together constitute but one and the same Second Supplemental Indenture. The exchange of copies of this Second Supplemental Indenture and of signature
pages by facsimile, .pdf transmission, email or other electronic means shall constitute effective execution and delivery of this Second Supplemental Indenture
for all purposes. Signatures of the parties hereto transmitted by facsimile, .pdf transmission, email or other electronic means shall be deemed to be their
original signatures for all purposes.

Section 6.04 The Base Indenture, as supplemented and amended by this Second Supplemental Indenture, is in all respects ratified and confirmed,
and the Base Indenture and this Second Supplemental Indenture shall be read, taken and construed as one and the same instrument with respect to the Notes.
All provisions included in this Second Supplemental Indenture supersede any conflicting provisions included in the Base Indenture with respect to the Notes,
unless not permitted by law. The Trustee accepts the trusts created by the Base Indenture, as supplemented by this Second Supplemental Indenture, and agrees
to perform the same upon the terms and conditions of the Base Indenture, as supplemented by this Second Supplemental Indenture.




Section 6.05 The provisions of this Second Supplemental Indenture shall become effective as of the date hereof.

Section 6.06 Notwithstanding anything else to the contrary herein, the terms and provisions of this Second Supplemental Indenture shall apply only
to the Notes and shall not apply to any other series of Securities under the Indenture and this Second Supplemental Indenture shall not and does not otherwise
affect, modify, alter, supplement or change the terms and provisions of any other series of Securities under the Indenture, whether now or hereafter issued and
Outstanding.

Section 6.07 The recitals contained herein and in the Notes shall be taken as the statements of the Company, and the Trustee assumes no
responsibility for their correctness. The Trustee makes no representations as to the validity or sufficiency of this Second Supplemental Indenture, the Notes or
any Additional Notes, except that the Trustee represents that it is duly authorized to execute and deliver this Second Supplemental Indenture, authenticate the
Notes and any Additional Notes and perform its obligations hereunder. The Trustee shall not be accountable for the use or application by the Company of the
Notes or any Additional Notes or the proceeds thereof.

The Company understands that the Underwriters propose to make a public offering of the Underwritten Securities as soon as the Representative deems
advisable after this agreement (this “Agreement”) has been executed and delivered.

(B) paid all material taxes required to be paid, and no tax deficiency has been determined adversely to the Company or its
Subsidiaries, nor does the Company or any of its Subsidiaries have any knowledge of any tax deficiencies that would, in the
aggregate, reasonably be expected to have a Material Adverse Effect.

Commencing with its short taxable year ended December 31, 2006, the Company has qualified as a regulated investment company
(“RIC”) (within the meaning of Section 851(a) of the Code) and the Company intends to continue to operate so as to qualify as a
RIC.

Neither the Company nor any of its Subsidiaries (A) is in violation of its charter, bylaws or other organizational documents; (B) is

Since the Company’s most recent audited fiscal year, there have been, to the Company’s
knowledge, no changes in the Company’s internal control over financial reporting that could significantly affect internal control
over financial reporting, including any corrective actions with regard to one or more significant deficiencies or material
weaknesses.

(b) No Underwriter shall have discovered and disclosed to the Company on or prior to such Delivery Date that the Registration Statement, the
Prospectus or the General Disclosure Package, or any amendment or supplement thereto, contains an untrue statement of a fact which, in
the Representative’s sole discretion, is material or omits to state a fact which, in the opinion of such counsel, is material and is required to
be stated therein or is necessary to make the statements therein not misleading.

(o) All corporate proceedings and other legal matters incident to the authorization, form and validity of this Agreement, the Underwritten
Securities, the Registration Statement, the General Disclosure Package and the Prospectus, and all other legal matters relating to this
Agreement and the transactions contemplated hereby shall be reasonably satisfactory in all material respects to counsel for the
Underwriters, and the Company shall have furnished to such counsel all documents and information that they may reasonably request to
enable them to pass upon such matters.

(d) Eversheds Sutherland (US) LLP shall have furnished to the Representative its written opinion and negative assurance letter, as counsel to
the Company, addressed to the Underwriters and dated such Delivery Date, each in form and substance reasonably satisfactory to the
Representative.

(e) The Representative shall have received from Fried, Frank, Harris, Shriver & Jacobson LLP, counsel for the Underwriters, such opinion or

opinions, dated such Delivery Date, with respect to the issuance and sale of the Underwritten Securities, the Registration Statement, the
Prospectus

and the General Disclosure Package and other related matters as the Representative may reasonably require, and the Company shall have
furnished to such counsel such documents as they reasonably request for the purpose of enabling them to pass upon such matters.

At the time of execution of this Agreement, the Representative shall have received from Ernst & Young LLP a letter, in form and substance
satisfactory to the Representative, with respect to the Company, the Asset Manager Affiliates and Katonah, addressed to the Underwriters
and dated the date hereof (i) confirming that they are independent public accountants within the meaning of the Securities Act and the
applicable rules and regulations adopted by the Commission and the Public Accounting Oversight Board and are in compliance with the
applicable requirements relating to the qualification of accountants under Rule 2-01 of Regulation S-X of the Commission and (ii) stating,
as of the date hereof (or, with respect to matters involving changes or developments since the respective dates as of which specified
financial information is given in the Preliminary Prospectus, as of a date not more than three days prior to the date hereof), the conclusions
and findings of such firm with respect to the financial information and other matters ordinarily covered by accountants’ “comfort letters” to
underwriters in connection with registered public offerings.

With respect to the letter of Ernst & Young LLP referred to in the preceding paragraph and delivered to the Representative concurrently
with the execution of this Agreement (the “initial letter”), the Company shall have caused Ernst & Young LLP to furnish to the

(ii) No stop order suspending the effectiveness of the Registration Statement has been issued; and no proceedings or examination for
that purpose have been instituted or, to the knowledge of such officers, threatened; and

(iii) They have reviewed the Registration Statement, the Prospectus and the General Disclosure Package, and, in their opinion,
(A) (1) the Registration Statement, as of the Effective Date, (2) the Prospectus, as of its date and on the applicable Delivery Date,
or (3) the General Disclosure Package, as of the Applicable Time, did not and do not contain any untrue statement of a material
fact and did not and do not omit to state a material fact required to be stated therein or necessary to make the statements therein
(except in the case of the Registration Statement, in light of the circumstances under which they were made) not misleading and
(B) since the Effective Date, no event has occurred that is required to be set forth and which has not been set forth in a supplement
or amendment to the Registration Statement or the Prospectus;

On the date of this Agreement and on such Delivery Date, the Underwriters shall have received from the Chief Financial Officer of the
Company a certificate in form and substance reasonably satisfactory to the Underwriters.
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Prior to such Delivery Date, the Company and its Subsidiaries shall have furnished to the Representative such further information,
certificates and documents as the Representative may reasonably request.

(A) Neither the Company nor any of its Subsidiaries shall have sustained since December 31, 2016, any loss or interference with its
business from fire, explosion, flood or other calamity, whether or not covered by insurance, or from any labor dispute or court or
governmental action, order or decree or (B) since such date there shall not have been any change in the capital stock (except as otherwise
disclosed in the Preliminary Prospectus and the Prospectus) or long term debt of the Company or any of its Subsidiaries or any change, or
any development involving a prospective change, in or affecting the condition (financial or otherwise), results of operations, stockholders’
equity, properties, management, business or prospects of the Company and its Subsidiaries, taken as a whole, the effect of which, in any
such case described in clause (A) or (B), is, in the judgment of the Representative, so material and adverse as to make it impracticable or
inadvisable to proceed with the public offering or the delivery of the Underwritten Securities being delivered on such Delivery Date on the
terms and in the manner contemplated in the General Disclosure Package and the Prospectus.

including the Rule 430C Information (including the information on Exhibit II hereto), or the General Disclosure Package; (B) any Rule 482
Statement; (C) any Marketing Materials or (D) any Blue Sky application or other document prepared or executed by the Company (or based

upon any written information furnished by the Company for use therein) specifically for the purpose of qualifying any or all of the
Underwritten Securities under the securities laws of any state or other jurisdiction (any such application, document or information being

The foregoing indemnity agreement is in addition to any
liability which the Company may otherwise have to any Underwriter or to any director, officer, employee, agent or affiliate or controlling
person of that Underwriter.

Each Underwriter, severally and not jointly, shall indemnify and hold harmless the Company, its directors (including any person who, with
his or her consent, is named in the Registration Statement as about to become a director of the Company), officers and employees, and each
person, if any, who controls the Company within the meaning of Section 15 of the Securities Act or Section 20 of the Exchange Act, from
and against any loss, claim, damage or liability, joint or several, or any action in respect thereof, to which the Company or any such director,
officer, employee or controlling person may become subject, under the Securities Act, the Exchange Act or otherwise, insofar as such loss,
claim, damage, liability or action arises out of, or is based upon, (i) any untrue statement or alleged untrue statement of a material fact
contained in any Preliminary Prospectus, the Registration Statement, the Prospectus, or in any amendment or supplement thereto, including
the Rule 430C Information (including the information on Exhibit II hereto), the General Disclosure Package, any Rule 482 Statement, any
Marketing Materials or Blue Sky Application, or (ii) the omission or alleged omission to state in any Preliminary Prospectus, the
Registration Statement, the Prospectus, or in any amendment or supplement thereto, the Rule 430C Information (including the information
on Exhibit IT hereto), the General Disclosure Package, any Rule 482 Statement, any Marketing Materials or Blue Sky Application, any
material fact required to be stated therein or necessary to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances under which they
were made in the case of any Preliminary Prospectus or Rule 482 Statement, or any amendment or supplement thereto, not misleading, but
in each case only to the extent that the untrue statement or alleged untrue statement or omission or alleged omission was made in reliance
upon and in conformity with written information concerning such Underwriter

The relative fault shall be determined by
reference to whether the untrue or alleged untrue statement of a material fact or omission or alleged omission to state a material fact relates
to information supplied by the Company or the Underwriters, the intent of the parties and their relative knowledge, access to information
and opportunity to correct or prevent such statement or omission. The Company and the Underwriters agree that it would not be just and
equitable if contributions pursuant to this Section 8(d) were to be determined by pro rata allocation (even if the Underwriters were treated as
one entity for such purpose) or by any other method of allocation that does not take into account the equitable considerations referred to
herein. The amount paid or payable by an indemnified party as a result of the loss, claim, damage liability or action in respect thereof,
referred to above in this Section 8(d) shall be deemed to include, for purposes of this Section 8(d), any legal or other expenses reasonably
incurred by such indemnified party in connection with investigating or defending any such action or claim. Notwithstanding the provisions
of this Section 8(d), no Underwriter shall be required to contribute any amount in excess of the amount by which the underwriting
commissions from the sale of the Underwritten Securities underwritten by it exceeds the amount of any damages that such Underwriter has
otherwise paid or become liable to pay by reason of any untrue or alleged untrue statement or omission or alleged omission. No person
guilty of fraudulent misrepresentation (within the meaning of Section 11(f) of the Securities Act) shall be entitled to contribution from any
person who was not guilty of such fraudulent misrepresentation. The Underwriters’ obligations to contribute as provided in this Section 8(d)
are several in proportion to their respective underwriting obligations and not joint.

The Underwriters severally confirm and the Company acknowledges and agrees that (i) the statements regarding the concession and
reallowance figures by the Underwriters, (ii) the first paragraph appearing under the heading “Underwriting—Stabilization” and (iii) the
paragraph appearing under the heading “Underwriting—Electronic Distribution” in the Preliminary Prospectus and the Prospectus are
correct and constitute the only information concerning such Underwriters furnished in writing to the Company by or on behalf of the
Underwriters specifically for inclusion in the Preliminary Prospectus, the Registration Statement, the General Disclosure Package, the
Prospectus or in any amendment or supplement thereto, including the Rule 430C Information, any Rule 482 Statement, any Marketing
Materials or Blue Sky Application.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Section 8, no party shall be entitled to indemnification and contribution under this Agreement
in violation of Section 17(i) of the Investment Company Act.

Defaulting Underwriters. If, on any Delivery Date, any Underwriter defaults in the performance of its obligations under this Agreement, the
remaining non defaulting Underwriters shall be obligated to purchase the Underwritten Securities as to which such defaulting Underwriter failed to
deliver payment on such Delivery Date in the respective proportions which the aggregate principal amount of the Initial Securities set forth opposite
the name of each remaining non defaulting Underwriter in Schedule A hereto bears to the aggregate principal amount of the Initial Securities set
forth opposite the names of all the remaining non defaulting Underwriters in Schedule A hereto; provided, however, that the remaining non

Securities to be delivered on such Delivery Date, and any remaining non defaulting Underwriter shall not be obligated to purchase more than 10% of
the aggregate principal amount of the Underwritten Securities that it agreed to purchase on such Delivery Date pursuant to the terms of Section 2. If
the foregoing maximums are exceeded, the remaining non defaulting Underwriters, or those other underwriters satisfactory to the Representative
who so agree, shall have the right, but shall not be obligated, to purchase, in such proportion as may be agreed upon among them, all the
Underwritten Securities to be purchased on such Delivery Date. If the remaining Underwriters or other underwriters satisfactory to the
Representative do not elect to purchase the Underwritten Securities as to which the defaulting Underwriter or Underwriters agreed but failed to
deliver payment on such Delivery Date, this Agreement (or, with respect to any Option Securities Delivery Date, the obligation of the Underwriters
to purchase, and of the Company to sell, the Option Securities) shall terminate without liability on the part of any non defaulting Underwriter or the
Company, except that the Company will continue to be liable for the payment of expenses to the extent set forth in Sections 6 and 11. As used in this
Agreement, the term “Underwriter” includes, for all purposes of this Agreement unless the context requires otherwise, any party not listed in
Schedule A hereto that, pursuant to this Section 9, purchases Underwritten Securities that a defaulting Underwriter agreed but failed to purchase.
Nothing contained herein shall relieve a defaulting Underwriter of any liability it may have to the Company for damages caused by its default. If
other Underwriters are obligated or agree to purchase the Underwritten Securities of a defaulting or withdrawing Underwriter, either the
Representative or the Company may postpone the Delivery Date for up to seven full business days in order to effect any changes that in the opinion
of counsel for the Company or counsel for the Underwriters may be necessary in the Registration Statement, the Prospectus or in any other document
or arrangement.

Termination. The obligations of the Underwriters hereunder may be terminated by the Representative by notice given to and received by the
Company prior to delivery of and payment for the Initial Securities if, prior to that time, any of the events described in Sections 7(k) and 7(1) shall
have occurred or if the Underwriters shall decline to purchase the Underwritten Securities for any reason permitted under this Agreement.

Reimbursement of Underwriters” Expenses. If (a) the Company shall fail to tender the Underwritten Securities for delivery to the Underwriters by
reason of any failure, refusal or inability on the part of the Company to perform any agreement on its part to be performed, or because any other
condition to the Underwriters’ obligations hereunder required to be fulfilled by the Company is not fulfilled for any reason or (b) the Underwriters
shall decline to purchase the Underwritten Securities for any reason permitted under this Agreement, the Company will reimburse the Underwriters
for all reasonable out of pocket expenses (including fees and disbursements of counsel) incurred by the Underwriters in connection with this
Agreement and the proposed purchase of the Underwritten Securities, and upon demand the Company shall pay the full amount thereof to the
Representative. If this Agreement is terminated pursuant to Section 9 by reason of the default of one or more Underwriters, the Company shall not be
obligated to reimburse any defaulting Underwriter on account of those expenses.

Research Analyst Independence. The Company acknowledges that the Underwriters’ research analysts and research departments are required to be
independent from their respective investment banking divisions and are subject to certain regulations and internal policies, and that such
Underwriters’ research analysts may hold views and make statements or investment recommendations and/or publish research reports with respect to
the Company and/or the offering that differ from the views of their respective investment banking divisions. The Company hereby waives and
releases, to the fullest extent permitted by law, any claims that the Company may have against the Underwriters with respect to any conflict of
interest that may arise from the fact that the views expressed by their independent research analysts and research departments may be different from
or inconsistent with the views or advice communicated to the Company by such Underwriters’ investment banking divisions. The Company
acknowledges that each of the Underwriters is a full service securities firm and as such from time to time, subject to applicable securities laws, may
effect transactions for its own account or the account of its customers and hold long or short positions in debt or equity securities of the companies
that may be the subject of the transactions contemplated by this Agreement.

No Fiduciary Duty. The Company acknowledges and agrees that in connection with this offering, sale of the Underwritten Securities or any other
services the Underwriters may be deemed to be providing hereunder, notwithstanding any preexisting relationship, advisory or otherwise, between
the parties or any

oral representations or assurances previously or subsequently made by the Underwriters: (i) no fiduciary or agency relationship between the
Company and any other person, on the one hand, and the Underwriters, on the other, exists; (ii) the Underwriters are not acting as advisors, expert or
otherwise, to the Company, including, without limitation, with respect to the determination of the public offering price of the Underwritten
Securities, and such relationship between the Company, on the one hand, and the Underwriters, on the other, is entirely and solely commercial, based
on arms length negotiations; (iii) any duties and obligations that the Underwriters may have to the Company shall be limited to those duties and
obligations specifically stated herein; and (iv) the Underwriters and their respective affiliates may have interests that differ from those of the
Company.
